The event is open to the public, and is
expected to draw up to 14,000 visitors daily, creating $15-30 million in economic impact throughout
the Twin Cities and greater Minnesota.

10), which will bring together government agencies, nonprofits and private organizations to help find
support and solutions for elder care challenges. The Vintage Clothing, Jewelry and Textile Show &
Sale (June 27-28) will feature clothing, jewelry and textiles from 1880-1980. Finally, the Star of the
North Antique Show runs June 27-29.
